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1- Background informationﬁ

Basma Society for Culture and Arts (BSCA) is a Palestinian
Non Governmental and non for profit organization. It is
a cultural and arts NGO specializing in theater and drama,
established in Gaza in September 1994. The organization's
goal is to contjibute to the development of the Palestinian
society'by offering theater, drama, and training programs to
enable Palestinian children, youth and women in Gaza to
express themselves, as well as to address issues they face
as a step forward to discuss and find solutions for these
issues.

What do we do? \

Basma Society for Culture and Arts provides interactive
cultural, educational, recreational and psychosocial support,
as well as other creative programs and activities through
theatrical performances, video presentations, puppet
theater, as well as | Deal, Animation, and Drama training
courses for children. In addition to cultural workshops and
evenings, and training for actors. These activities are
directed to all of Gaza's areas and groups, with special
focus on children in the most marginalized areas of the
Gaza Strip, by combining education with entertainment to
encourage participants to actively express their viewpoints
and share experience.

' The Project

Basma Society for Culture and Arts signed a three years
partnership agreement with "War Child Holland" - a Dutch
non-governmental organization that specialized in providing
psycho-social assistance and child protection to war affected
children, beside capacity building for partner organizations,
and works towards a peaceful future for all children affected
by armed conflict to help them change their future- to support
(BSCA) to implement in the first year of the partnership 2011
a project entitled: "Psychological Support Activities for War
Affected Children in Gaza Strip". The 12 month project
overall objective is to enhance the general well being of war
affected children who find themselves in a vulnerable
situation in Gaza Strip and contribute to building peaceful
society through creative recreational, training and psychological
support program directed towards war affected and
vulnerable children in all of Gaza Strip with focusing on
the highly exposed to armed conflict. The project comprises
five components which are:

1. Delivering 40 theatrical performances for schools children
through Basma mobile theater for a play entitled " Right will
not be lost", each performance will be followed by a workshop
and open discussion and dialogue .

2. Conducting 8 I/Deal training cycles, each cycle consists
19 workshops(sessions), each W/Ss last 90 minute and
target 15 child aged 11-15 years old .

3. Providing 10 Animation cycles, each cycle carried out in
4-weeks rounds of 5 consecutive days per week, 3 hours a
day. Each cycle consists of 20 W/Ss and target 40 children .
4. Supplying 6 Drama cycles, carried out in 3-weeks rounds
of 5 consecutive days, Every cycle consists of 15 W/Ss,
each W/S last 2 hours and target 20 children.

5. And implementing a 3 workshops/meetings for children
caregivers, each W/S last 2 hours and target 50 parents,
teachers, and children educators.

Target groups

The project was designed to target male and female children
aged from 8 to 15 years old in all of Gaza Strip.

- The performance )

The play called "Right will not be lost" is an interactive
enjoyable play that integrates entertainment with education
and awareness. It is a symbolic story based on animals
characters to attract children and raise their imagination.
The play will be followed by a workshop in order to start
a discussion and dialogue. In addition, children will be given
the opportunity to react the play by performing short science
on stage, thereby enabling them to express themselves
regarding issues of concern.
