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BASMA for Culture and Arts Association, represented by the
Executive Director Nahed Hannouna, has commenced the
coordination efforts for a documentary film tour. In a discussion
session with Dr. Youssef Khatib, Hannouna discussed the initial
preparations for the tour, which is being produced by Basma for
Culture and Arts Association. The tour is specifically designed
to engage university students in the Gaza Strip as part of the
project "Stories been told never forgotten - Preserving
Palestinian Heritage through Arts", funded by the Taawon
Foundation.
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Within the framework of the project "Promoting Gaza children's
well- being and creativity through psychodrama of marionette and
puppet’, BASMA organized the eleventh meeting of the
Multi-Stakeholder Working Group - MSWG. The meeting served as
a platform for project team members and partner organizations
to review and advance project activities. This project is supported
by the German Agency for International Cooperation (giz) and is
funded by the German Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
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As part of the project "Promoting Gaza children's well- being and
creativity through psychodrama of marionette and puppet” which
is supported by the German Agency for International Cooperation
(giz) and is funded by the German Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
BASMA has produced a captivating marionette theater play titled
"Bembem, Not Afraid" for the Children. With the project
underway, nine out of the fifteen planned performances have
already been successfully executed.
